As concerned members of the Chicano community Ad after much 

frustration getting negative results, we feel compelled to inform 

the public of our findings and feelings regarding the Legal Aid Society 

of San Diego County. ' 

• The public and, in particular, the Chicano community, should 

know that Legal Aid discriminates against Chicanos and is not providing 

the quality nor quantity of legal services that the poverty community 

.:)(.1eds or deserves. For example, we have discovered that the Society 

has no-equitablepolicy.with respect td terms And conditions of 

employment, including hiring, promotion„transfer pay scale or even 

a personnel manual to follow as a guideline. Consequently,we have 

found that Legal Aid Society and Mr. Greg Knoll in particular 

discriminates against Chicanos in the following ways: 

(1) " He has directly or indirectly forced five Chicano 

attorneys to resign since January 1, 1975. 

	

1'2) 	Mr. Knoll has compelled one Chicano attorney to retain 

private counsel to file a complaint and a lawsuit against Legal Aid 

based on employment discrimination. 

(3) Mr. Knoll pays over '14;000 per year to a non-member of 

the Bar and has paid over $12,000 per year to his wife, another non-

member of the Bar, and yet will not pay more thah $618.00 per month 

to an equally qualified Chicano •aw graduate. 

(4) Mr. Knoll has denied a promotion to a highly qualified 

Chicano attorney in spite of strong recommendations froDa•leaders and - 	.

(7) Mr. Knoll has compelled practically all of the Chicano 

staff in the Oceanside Legal Aid office to resign, thereby forcing 

eligible Chicanos to go without proper legal representation. 

In conclusion, the essence of our concerns and complaints is 

that the policies and practices of Mr. Knoll have deprived the entire 

Chicano community in San Diego County of adequate legal services.
