Native Af:fairs 
Patrols tended to bypass the 1un1 people and concentrate thei r 
attention on the le•• law-abiding mountain people in the 
li-o1 lala.

The natural increasJ for the old vi llage1s, -0.86 
'3r 100, does not, inc.\icate with accuracy, the health of the 

1 :.Uli because it is the old people in the majority, who are 
remaining in their traditional 1.LO!nA until they die. In 1965, 
the natural increase was - 0.52; which would orobably indicate 
with greater accuracy the decrease, as the Bakoiudu settlement 
was included in the Census as well as the old villages. 

The Bakoiud11 Resettlement has a poi:ulation of approx. 
18~, accordi11g to the Commonwealth Census in Tune this year. 
On. to"talling- the 3e two figures nearly 2 ,Boo wtLch 1 s a vast 
increase on 2 101.J of the 1965 D .. D.A. census. This may be 
explained by ihe two <iifferen".; metheds of Census .. _ng and the 
figure of 21100 wou1J be accu~ate enough to take as the Total 
oopulation ror 1966.

SOOlAL GHUUP~ 

There are three distinct groups in the Kuni. 
1. ~aking the example of Deva Deva which is typical of 
the Kuni social groups: Deva Deva which consists of a 
collection or smaller villages, is the largest local 
Political unit which recognise social and economlc bonds 
and has a common boundary and d_fence-offenoe alliances. 
2. Deva Deva is then divided into smaller groups 
consisting of hamlf .. s ; which might be tended to be called 
villages eg Vevaveva 1. tthis is termed hamlet because of 
the small grouping of houses - ie a Meke~ Village, a Kuni 
hamlet.) 
3. The HamletR are then divided into clans or 'inau~ 
eg. inau sivali, inau fasina, inau aiara etc. These are 
family groups within the small grouping of houses. 

b. The functional social unit is the extended fanuly • 
. Ln this type of family would consist ot' the following; 
~he male incharge group are the father, the father's 
brothers, and less important but forfill the role of 
head are the ~ather's Sister'~ husband, the Mother's 
~rother's and the mother's s~ster•s husband. ln the Kunt 
language there is only one word covering this leader group. 
This word is, 'KA.MAU'. the female section of the social 

group has also a word which covers the Mother, Mother 1 s 
:Sro'ther' s wife, Mothe~s Sistersj l"athers Sisters and 
Father's Brother's Sisters. This word is 'SlNAU'. 
After th~se main groups corae the second gneration,'KU~U', 
and so on untill the decendancy is comp.leted. The group 
consisting of the above is usually termed an 'lNAU' or 
<.;lan.

~his is a difficu.lt question to auswer; as the 
relationships between the component social groups has 
changed with the resettlement at Bakoiudu. The forces 
at play nere, the lilission and the l.iovernmeut are 
influencing the Kuni to become unitad as a settlement 
bringing togeti.qr compon~nt social groups tnat previously 
would have remained unrelated. •rnus the degree of 
cohesion betwwen the clan, the :.r-;:1let and tne village 
is mucn more developed. ln the olu villages alliances 
between these groups would cccar only in time of an 
emergency. ie. drought, tribal warfare. ~his of courss 
rarely happens. Affiliations then would be, the 8ocial 
and economic bonds, bo1mded by a common border, and 
common defence-offenciva alliances. 

The Bakoiuuu settlement an even more emphaaiiu 
economic and social boundaries; which tend to pull the 
previou ly ~eolat~d villages into one group. 

Another important cohesive measure is the awa;tax 
marri ge trading or Bride ~ ice which comes under s~ial 
Affiliations but because o its importance deserves closer 
attention. ~ach r n ~roup is in a deb1to or creditor

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poaitioA and negotiations to retain this position and 
'build 0~1 it; or to try and alte1· this are constantly 
taking J.lace betwwen the cl.tine~ llallllets and so•etimes 
villages. 

Trade is probably the most important connecting 
tactor between social groups outsidd the area survey. 
inter-hamlet ,.-r.~upe barter goods W1th ajacent village 
groups - eg .rr·""' .it the .llekeo and. Horo come shell armlets 
and ahell decorations in return for Bird ot Paradise plumes, 
and other bird teathera. Due to private e.iterprise, these 
traditicnal types of exchanges are gradua!l7 decreasing 
and. the above mentioned example is by tar the aost important 
trading itea today. 

Marriage plays a part in connecting border groups 
aimilar to the part played in the inter-group relat1onehipa 
&Ii deaoribed. 1n • d' • 

However •itn the majority of the Kuni people cantered 
at Bakoj.udu and Kubuna, they .are becollln:t ~ :. ·41ore united ae a 
peopll and tne relations between bo.rde1-.: ; groups outside 
the Census JJ1vis1on, is gradually b&coJllll1ng more and more 
diotant • .1 t aust be remembered that tlle Jligi.~•tory trend 
ot the aountain people to tne KW11 is still continuing, 
altnougn f41Jlor, and still wou.Ld be an atf1!iation factor 
with the groups $jjacent to the area being su.rve7ed •

a. Traditionally, the KUN! has the same ~enure 
and usage as the rest o:t' the ::>ub-LJistrict; inheritance is 
to the eldest son when the father aies. ~here are various 
deviations from tne father-son inheritance. 

When the landowner dies and the sons are 
n1t mature enough to take on the responsibility, the wido~ 
takes charge of the land until tne chilaren are ready 
to take the responsibility. ~he landowner's brother usually 
supervises this transaction, the land ~oing to the eldest 
son. lf there are no sons in t.b.e family then tlle eldest 
dau.gnter receives the land. With the land going in its • 
entirety to the eldest son, the sons next in line may assist 
with the working of the land er even may be alloted a 
portion by the eldest son, whicn i~ the usual practice 
supervised by tne eldest uncle of t~e sons. ~he sons next 
in line .nave hunting rignts to this land. ln th\~ case o:i:· 
the landowning woman, ller nusbana. not oeing a foreaner 
to the Kuni, then the nusband controls the land; there 
are exceptions to this case. 

Because of the rugged terrain in the Kuni 
and its large ar~a per head of populaiion, land tenure 
is not a problem as far as gardens are concerned. J.>u.e 
to the isolation of the Villages, inter-Village disputes 
on garden land rarely occurti. Hunting though, is s.ligntly 
dirferent, ass ·che land on which the bes~ trlldlife may be 
found 1a ueually on the banks of the rivers and in tne 
r1ver itself. ~lle difrerent Villages converge on these 
spots for nunting ar.a rish1ng and consequently disputes 
occure. 

Above is the traditional 1nneritance and 
land tenure used by the ieolatea Villages near tAe ~oilala 
and. .n.ug1 borders .. ·1·ne rest of the S.. Ceneucs .LJi vision is 
pt.rting from the t1aditio1.Jll an<l entering a stage of land 
tenure which ts unique to the rest of the Sub-m. Btrict 
, except the Bereina Hesatt1€!11€nt blocks; a stage interesting 
and extramely progressive. 

b. 'l'be Vensus Division is doine away with the 
traditional methods of land tenure in the following places; 
the ~akoiudu Resettlement Scneme, the Kubuna Res~ttlement 
Blocks and the small settlement at Inika. Generally on this 
Patrol, the censue of opinion or the tenure conversion and 
leases by the Go~ernment was a vast improvement on the 
customary tenure; everything being clearcut, no problems 
on the boundaries and thus no disputes; everybody 
~oncentrating their efforts on worki1.g the land for the 
cash crop, rubber. 

At the Bakoiudu Resettlement, the land ha~ 
been divided into Northern and Southern Bakoiudu and an 
Application seekjne the Transfer of Titles has been forwarded 
to the !Anda Titles Commission. This means that the 10,000 
acres owned by PAIKA PETO and the 3,tlOO acres owr.ed by 
ArtlANA LOltiANO and SULUI ~llKAILO will be ha.Ylaed over to 
a group of Tn1atees representing their village settlementa 
at Bakoiudu and thus the Kun! peoplu. ~his will do away 
with any type of disp\tte likely :J erlse if the owner 
suddenly changes his mind and r:...>jec'Cs to the settlement on 
his land - in conversation wi t.i1 the cheifs and owners this 
was found extremely unlikely to occure, but ne~ertheless 
~he Transfer of Titles will do away with any shQdow of

When the Bakoimlu ~esett1 Pmcnt SchPme began .... r· -1 1: .. ,ny wr s 
formed to plant ru'bh 0 r. In th s Compnny wh eh was c . rP.ad 0ver a 
75 acre b~~ ock, anyone cou1;1 wor1< where he r leased. Tl en there ww s 
an ~1Jocation of individu~l blocks witbi n this land. After this, 
fam · ly f"roup blocks were encourct.r,ed out<"ide the CompH.ny B l ocl~ as 
there was not en0ugh hlocts to be dist ributed vr.o~r,s t the applicnr.ts .

If the people 
had been pushed .:. nto individual blocks or ho l 0i ngs imme11ately instead 
of a Company, the r esettlement scheme woul~ have failed - th s is 
because the inea of resettlement wo~ld be so f nreign and such an 
abrupt change from traditional method~, that the villaeers so 
confu sed would r ~ sort back to traditional me thods of land tenure. 
Fowever, with th~s experience of the .Company, the resettlement 
went ahead at a cont... olled pace - D. A. S .F. reeularj sinE' blocks 
into f~11ily holrlings and creating new bloc}·s fur . eople keen to 
begin a fam ~ ly holding . The blocks are so surveyed that there is 
&lmost w~iwited expansjon po ~ si~iJjties for the group wor~ing 
the block. 

There i s one problem that does arise at th·s noint - the 
accuro.te sub-division of the Norttern c.n Southern Baloiuju into 
clan workine blocks . The only surveyinp; ca rried out has been 
~ ?chain and compass, with various trees r-lanted to serve as 
corner markers. This is insufficient and inaccurate; a request 
is put forward for a liccnced surveyor to subdivi de NortLern and 
Southern ' akoiudu into gr·oup holdine blocks . This matter should 
be :it tended to immediately . to settle ar.y problems that r.iip;ht arise 
in this year's plantine season on th e new blocks. 

At Kubuna, 10 miles from Bakoiudu , anotner r e settlement 
scheme is leaping ahead. Here the tenure is Adrrini.strati on j ec:.se 
type,(Kubuna Sub - Division, Kairuku Sub-District, lands M/C3/25-
12/2/66). Only 37 blocks have hen alJocated but the workers 
are awaiting gazettal of another 30 blocks. At present, the 
local people c.irount the Kubtma area seem t be the most interested 
but 5 lease holders are not locals - 2 Roros and 3 D.A.S.F. Kosipi. 
They"- plantinf rub er on these blocks 9ilis at the moment most 
of the leasehol~rs are frantically clearing their blocks for the 
plantine of rubher seedlings in the coming wet season. Here are 
a list of lease holders up to date.

The Kubuna Sub-Division will :itter. tits f jrst pl '..l>.ting 
this year and ~verybody interviewed so far seem quite happy 
with the hlocts. As they nr 0 rather sr1all ::icrages, expansion 
will be limited .:r the lease f) _, lder is very keen - thi.3 will 
be counteracted by the less j nterest0d lt.~a seholders who want 

' 

to drop out, Hhich will enable the progr t:- ssi ve h )1 ders to buy 
the lease and have more room for exp~nsj on. EverytLing at 
Ku~una is indicating the keenness and expectancy of leaseholders 
but it would be wise to t·mi t ano compare the at t itude of the::;e 
people in two years time. Grantin~ of too rnany blocks at this 
criticalstage ~i~h t hamper the success of the resettlement 
scheme. 

At I:lika, traditi cnal land tenure has varied in that a new 
settlement at ONOrOVE~ (see map) is on land owned by an 
INIYA chief. 

There are a ~reat variety of people using this land -
people from Bubuni, The Vales, Iwnu, Biona, Inika, Kubuna and 
some even from Fiugi in the Woitape Sul-District. The population 
here is approximately 150 people, whlch althour;h saaJ.l, has 
cleared large amounts of heavy for est for the planting or 
gardens. At Inika, the chief allots the land in sections tu 
the various groups, to the Mission for permanent usape. What 
happens to the land in f tur~ years s hard to say bvt definitely 
the people are influenced by the scheme at Bakoiudu arid later 
mlght atte~1pt somethin " similar to th-1.s in Inika. 

c. Cash cro- r.ing has not comn;enced but in the near future -
12 .·onths, the rubber will be reany for tappine. At this 
stage in the schemes at Bakoiudu and Yubuna, all r t> settJ.ement 
blocks are being worked by the family group. Th'.s is more 
pronounced in Bakoiudu as the divi sion of bloc1..s is into clans 
and the members of thn.t family P-roup pool toget!'lcr their efforts 
in clearing, planting and maintainine the block.

This year S 2,000 
has been committed from the Admin. road ftmds, to th~ Mission at 
Bako!udu for culviting and widening the road. A further $ 21000 
ia intended for the Kubuna Aropokina 14 miles, where a bulldozer and 
two trucks will work on improving the road. ·,11 th the solid base that 
al~eady exists on the road, the adlitional improvments intended will 
make the road to Bakoiudu an all weather on~. 

The Kubuna Ri.ver crossing consti t ·utes a problem 
as the 75 yds of 15" de pth .... v. tq,kes toll , w1 th continual crossing, 
on differentials and brakes and ~ number of complaints to this 
effect have been received. ~he river is also ~ibj9ct to flooding 
in the vet sea.son. A plan was put forward by Mr va.nDuren or Ukua 
Estate ror a wet culvit crossing which seems practical and inexpensive. 
This is the remaining barrier in fully opening the Kuni. ~: 
( SP.e Appel!d!x D.) 

During the next few years , with the development 
of the Moresby-Bereina Road, it is intended that the link between 
Delen~ ar1 Aropokina be opened. There is Local Government Co\Ulcil 
funds allocated ($ 2,l+oo) and next year Government Funds should ~e 
availa,le. This mes;is that Aropoldna will beco.Je an important junctiC'n, 
when t'1is road,coupled wlth the landing traffic which is increasing, 
is construc·~et. . 

Other roads call for little comment. The Mission 
Bridle Paths from Bakoiudu to Oboub& and onwarus haV£ ral)~~ into 
disrepa!r,.and the outer village people have resorted to native 
tracks. Cvnsequently, when visiting the old villages, any walking 
is strenuo~s. The Tapini-Bakoiudu tra.all was in poor condition, 
although the connectlng link, between I!.ailava and Nlave, was in 
a goo& state of repair. 

Ther.e is a nead for a small secondary road to be 
constructed rrom Jakoiudu to the rubber processing factory site, 
about 2 miles in length. This will enable growers to take their rubber 
to the factory in late 1967. 

b. The ortly whdf in the Census Division is at 
Aropokina on the Ethel River. This landing may take scows and K boats 
on the high tide. Ro ~ara. 3 'a', this ~rharf is developing into 
an important shipplng point. With timber from the Wonono Sawmill, 
the Mission export of fo0dstuffs, coffee and rubber from the plantations, 
and also when the rubber prodacti on eet~ u~derw~y in Bru{oiudu not to 
mention the incormning supplies, the J'.ropokina la1Lding is bounJ to 
develop further. Some re~ irs to the lanrline are needed, and improvements 
are to tak P, place out or this years road funds.

This strip may b - ext eruaded to 'D' class and then 
could be serviced by PiA.ggios. ·rhere is some confuston whi.ch has 
arisen, through the wid~ning of the 3tr1p, which is being undertaken 
now.1 with the Mis~ion and a letter has been despatched to the Bi:Jhop 
at Yule !~land about this action.

At Eakoiudu, there is a tendency, vl thin the 
settl entt ror people or the Tarious small villages, pre 1ousl1 
extremely rragmented and isolated communities, to recognise the 
similar posjtion or the village groups in the settlement and 11hereb1 
slowly introducing unitJing attiliations which will eventually unite 
Bakoiudu into a compact communit7. At ~his stage tile people realise 
that they have the common Iuni origin and with the rubber supplying 
a coDD!lon working project they have overcome some or the tradi ional 
rragm ntation - a promislng sign developing steadily. Which is probably 
fa~ more rapid than any other community in the Sub-District.

The remai.nine portion ot the Census Division, in 
th• jorit7 lacks a unitying bond. Kubuna may be an exception; 
with the let7 or people settled there and the blocks or leased land 
b ing cle ed tor rubber, may give the imp6tus to form a colllllWli t7. 
Ho er, v.ltJlout a progressive leader, the process will be much slower 
than the Bakoiudu s ttlement.

Actually 1. t is quite natural 
for th to be concPrned only within thoir own connunities and the 
n gl gable interest in the Central GoYernment is underatan able.

a. Apart from the bananas, okari nuts, etc. used for 
local consumption, thgre a.re very few economi.c trees in th( i outer 
Tillages or the Xuni. Scattered along the old bridle tracks aid at 
abandoned mission stations, mandarine and orande trees are growin 
in abundance. These trees were planted by the missionaries and are 
bearing quite heavil7 - but as this area is so isolated, it would 
not be a commerc~~ proposition to gather, carry the fruit back to 
Bakoiudu and sell there. 

There has been individual attempts,_ helped by the 
Miseion to grow coftee but most of the trees ar3 in the deserted 
villages and they have been left at the mercy of the surrounding 
toliage. 

At Epa and Lapeka villages, near Kubuna, grow 
coconut trees - these are or no commercial purpose and are use 
entirely tor local needs. 

Inika and the settlement1 Ononove1, have cleared 
large amounts of heavy bush in preparation for gardens - what they 
intend to plant i! still uncertain, there is a tentative plan t > 
grow natiTe tood, float it to the plantations on the coast and 
sell it there; this is quite feasible. 

The settlements at Bakoiudu and Kubuna very soon 
will be basing their main economy on rubber production. Although 
all plantings are immature (at the ddte or this report), rubber 
will become the most imnor!ant economic tree in the Census D· v1sion. 

~·he Kubuna lease blocks have started very oll 
all bocks being utilized for rubber. From the last two months ,;.nA 
at the present 1 the energetic clearing of blocks in preparation tor 
the planting or seed in November-December, at the begirning or the 
vet season, is being carried out. The D.A. s .~. nurseries at Kubuna. 
have seedlings reac11 ror transplanting and the supervision ot 
the spacing or the plants in the new blocks has also been carried 
out b7 Agriculture. So although there are no native held blocks 
at Kubuna producing rubber, this potential in the economy 1111st not 
be OYerlooked. 

Bakoiudu rubber is already maturing rapidly and 
it is hoped by July, 1967, the first tappings ~ay begin. There 
is 200 a~res approx. belonging to the villagers or the Bakoiud~ 
resettlement, planted out. The rubber trees being the high 11.elding 
8 ou~ Garden' trom Malasia. Below is a list of the number ot t~t1os

It is intended that the trees 
be brought slowly into production at the beginning of next tinantial 
yea~. The planted acreage at the end or June1 (200 acres) has a 
potential gross income or 8 6o,ooo.oo. The planting p~ogramme at 
Bakoiudu tor the ne7t 2 to 3 years will be to raise the present 
acreage to S:OO acres; with R seed of lesser quality but cheaper 
to urchas•, to give a potential gross income or S 130,000.00.

I• POSSIBIJ,ITIES OF EXPAlfDING THE ~ONQMY-A 

a. Generall1, throughout the Kuni, there is aJDple 
~rable land. The population density being 1 person per 6.25 sq. miles. 
For the planting or permanent tree crops,(rubber), Agriculture has 
allotted blocks at Bakoiudu with alllost Unlillited expansion possibiltiea. 
There ia at least 2,000 acres near the bakoiudu settlement which could 
be used. Further down at kubuna also there is large amounts or arable 
land. !he question ot sufficient land is one which will not be raised 
tor at least another 20 years, at the present giTing the Kuni 
unlimited exp~sion or permanent tree crops. 

b. Market gardening in the Iun1 is controlled b7 local 
d•and enti:-el7. Depending on the mission and the plantations to 
sell their produce to. CODDDunications are the main barrier to be 
OTerco it the luni begins to export to the main canters in the 
Sub-District; Bereina and Xairuku. The Kuni has a suitable climate 
and raf Ufall tor European T getables and the marketing or this t7pe 
ot proouce has quite an aJ1ount or potential. At present the people 
are concentrating on the production or rubber but some attempt 
should be made to introduce European vegetables tor local consu,tion 
to begin v1 th and later as the rubber scheme ~ matures into a 
stable income, Yegetable marketing could be attempted. It is 
essential that this type or gardenine be familiar with the people, 
and later in the future, th9 attempt to market garden will not 
be cornpletel1 alien, givine any atte!Jlpt ~ little more chance or success. 

c. Dua to the llmi ted number of empleyers in the Census 
D1Yis1on wage earnings remain at an almost constant level. '!'here will 
be little rise in e~plo1JDent in the torseeable tuture,1 the employers 
who emplo1 toriegn labour are not likely to change to iocal sources. 
It ther did s~dden11 change to local labour, there would be still 
ample people and manpower a ilable for primary uroduction; (estimate 
approx lfO toriegn labour in the Census ·ivision.1 

d. Apart from 'b' abcmve, the%11 opportunity to introduce 
new cash crops will have to be delaYed until after the rubber is 

tully in p1•oduction. Coffee has been attempted 1 and most of the people 
are talliliar vlth the crop. This a possiblity ror the future, however 
one project at a time is wiaer than attempting the coffee as well. 

e. This 1 s an important question related to the rubber 
project. There has been a lot or very 'Yi.gourous work carried out in 
Clfllaring dense bush for the planting but the dull bor1 nf work or 
tapping etc . is yet to come. Wether !he people realise this or they 
lose interest remaj ns to be answered; w1 th continual reminding or wh.a t 
is to come will bring them down t~ reali ty and the ev3ntual accerte.nce 
or eYer1day work.

Th dnelopment in the Kuni has been rapid the 
l•!:.t 2 1 ar , e1peciall7 at Bakoiudu - but rortunatel7 a stable 
de"reloia nt, SJDOoth and uninterzupted. \anlen the people haYe settled 
in·to rubber production and have their minds tree to concentrato 
on other things besides cash cropping, is the time when Local 
GOY ent should be introduced. To ensure that the development 
1• t ble, l.ocal Government should not be introduced tor another 
two '1 ar 1 when the initial tapping or the rubber is over and 
a caan cropping routine has been established. Introducing a Council 
nov, would tend to turn meetings into a cash cropping committee 
concentrating only on the eoncerns or rubber. With the small 
inc e received trom rubber sales arter two years, some r1nantial 
backing would be giTen to the Xuni people tor a Council; thus 
putting the horse in it r1 ghttul place 1 in tm nt or the cart. 

At the present then ~o try and reinterest 
the Conm:ttt en at Bakoiudu in res;dng their monthl1 meetings 
and possiblJ torm a cOlllllittee out or the Eubuna grovers, se s 
the aost sensible idea in de eloping Local Government in the 
uni.

At this stare the actual number of people out collecting would 
not chante greatly. Howe'Yer1 when the Patrol was censusing some 
Tillafes, festivities greatly increased the nl.Dlber or people 
in n lages that would noraally be in Bakoiudu, the3e goups 
should be disregarded in totalling the! numbers. 

EPA, LAPEKA and INili villages are grouped in the 
Kubuna area and it is tor this reason that they are excluded 
in the Bakoiudu count.

1. The main purpo&e of this patrol was the Cdnsus 
Revision of the Bush Mekeo Census Division. The Bush Mekeo is 
bordered on the ao•th west by the Gulf District and on the nortb 
by the Goilala Sub District. The veget•tion coneiata of 1/3 
thick rain forest and 2/3 grassland with scattered ahruba. 
There are two .. in rivers tranaveraing the Bush Mekeo the .lkauta 
and the .. Jcunga. Thie patrol wae to also serve as a further 
field traininc tor myself. There are eight Tiilagea in +he !uah 
llekeo aoat of the•• being aeeeaaible by river the remainder 
being situated away froa the river. 

2. !BI ltl!IVI SI1'UATION. 

2. !o S¥ observation the Buah Mekeo people seem 
indifferent to the Aclainiatration but at the same tille I noticed 
the respect the people have fo1• th~ brand ot law the autho1•i t7 ( 
at Bereina adainiatera. 

3. !he patrol wae well received in all villagea. The 
people ••• .. d to •eloome t•e clWnoe to talk about the project• 
in the area and their probl~. 

4. Vill•&e inspection waa carried out in eve17 village 
and the previous inspection by the European Medical Aaaiatant 
had been heeded in moat oaaes however many had bluntly diaregarcled 
the in•pection and eTen after aix Ronthe ao~e had only put in 
a few toundationa. All these offentlera were brought to court 
and now perhaps aore active steps will be taken to maintain their 
houaea. 5. Gen.erall7 the Buah •keo people are not enthuaiaatic 
about the council the .. in reason tor this being the1 wanted 
results tor their tax aon•1 as soon aa they joined the council. 

3. VILLAGJS, 

6. Houaing in most Buah llekeo Village• i• onl7 fair 
none beibg ot pe:r11anent conatru tion. Several village• t:a-cnagbout 
the area wtter from a bad village ait•• On the t~p to Maipa 
the patrol atopi>ft at Piunp which was nearly out in two b1 the 
high river. People were wadiDg to the Aid Poat and lf the river 
had riaen, which it auat do in the wet aeaaon, it would haTe 
brokou through. The question of ever w.oT.l.ns Apinipi aeeu to haTe 
reached a stagnant sitUL ~ion and the people seea quite happ7 
to wade throuah 3 toot ot water when the village is flooded 
each 7ear. 

7. Most of the villages were in a ~lean condition 
excepting Apinipi and Babanongo which were bo*h untidy, loi ia 
an excellentll kept village with many tree• and ahrubs planted 
throughout the viilage. I oi 1.1180 has an excellent 8wiaius ;>lace. 

8. WATER SUPPLY. 
Throughout the Bush Mekeo the main source t>t 

water supply is strai.!,ht trom the Akaufa river. !'"nere are only 
2 wella in the area aud these are both at Inaukina village. !he 
water froa both wells i8 bad having &n extremely metalio taste. 
The beat water appears at Ioi where crystal clear water flows 
straight from the hills of the Goilala District. The water at 
Apinipi is taken from the junction or the Akaufa end theMakunga 
rivers and cRrrjes all the rubbish from the upper n.dekeo villages. 

4. COlllttUNICATIONS. 

9. The only roads in the Bush Kekeo area is the road 
to Babanongo fro• Beipa. The only other means of communication, 
beside the rivers, are walking trac~r. The road to B•banongo 
is in a bad conditiun and is nearly oYergrown in parts by 
kunai grass and overhanging trees. There are 2 ~~tdges on this 
road and the main bridge of these two ia in very poor condition 
and needs maintenance. 

10. GeneraJ.ly most of the walking tracks are well kept 
and e~ch village looks after the tracks to ~heir respective 
baundaries. None of the tracks were impassabl• but each had

on the wa1 down the river several daye later the same river had 
dropped a eiailar diet&nce and tho patrol's outboard oano'-'

14. Generally the health of the Bush llekeo is only fair. 
The area is served ·oy only one small lid Poat at Pi'-1'\IB• However the 

Mekeo Local JoTernaent ~ou ll has allocated 2 Aid Poate tor the 
the ar~a which are to be con .... tructed at Kaipa and between Piunp 
and .Aaeaka. !his will greatly 1ncreaae the health aervicee to 
the area and these will be in eaoy reach ot all the upper Bu8h 
llekeo Tillages. !he old Aid Poat at Maija hae hw•x•t••e alaoet 
fallen down as the mieeion teacher who dou~led •• Aid Poat 
orderl.7 found the jobs to ·amch and now only handles the Catholic 
mieei~n school. A great deal ot tine• was noticed not juat in a 
llinor way but usually forming a aoaly coAting oTer the entire body. 
Thie has a very unpleasant appearance and the olil.y reaaon tor it 
ia uncleanliness. It can b6 cured but this take• treataent. 
Perhapa with the two new Aid Posts ita presence will decrease. 

15. Apart troa a large number ot tropical uloer• 
no other illneaaea were noticed. :1aey of the people haTe been 
told to go to Piunga tor 1'tJ'y ate but the patrol was informed 
that ~ ot theae people did not go because of the distance 
involved so the two new Aid Ppata should greatly improve general 
health in the Bush llekeo.

Stores in the Bush Kekeo. At Apinipi the Native Co-op has olosed 
because of dishonesty amoung the office bearers and also because 
ot stealing. The people have now lost interest or rather confidence 
in foraing another and no one is willing to bother about an 
individually owned store. The main problem in running a store in 
this area is the difficulty in transporting their goods. There 
are two at Maipa, the only ones in tP •r•a, both of these having 
poor stocks, One was earnirig 1198 a ,· . 1r the other 132 a year. 
!he prices are lLtgh a 12oz can ot meat costing 56 c~nts. 
!hue only two Trade Stores in the whole Bueh llekeo shows the 
laok of individual enterprise in the area. 

31. !he waa also a group of men at !pinipi 
who shot Crocodiles and sold the ekins at Xukipi however they 
have now disbanded because of the low prices they • .,.. receiving 
and the number they had to share the money with. 

32. The people also expressed their desire 
for a European to estatlish some private enterprise so they 
could learn from him bu :; for a luropean to settle in the Buah 
Jlekeo there would have to be a very lucrative yield which would 
certai*l' take some time in setting up.

INTRODUCTION. 

B:IUINJ. PJ.TROL llPORT 1'o8 1966/67. 
l:J.IRUKU ~ DISTRICT. 

!a• eole purpoae ot this patrol wasY the election 
of Councillor• in t ile Mekeo Local Government Council however tille 
was taken tor routine administration. T~is report consist• mainly 
of a •Wllll&rY of obaervatione and a coverage of routine adlainistration 
aspects that aroae. 

!he area I covered consi.-ted of eleven villages moet ot 
theae beinc in the laat llekeo with a portion of the Bush Mekeo 
included. 

OJS:IBVAfIONS !ND COllMBN!S. 
lhroughout the patrol t he main attitudes &mOllJlC the 

people were naturally about the Council t _e main ideas have been 
diecuaa .. in a aeparate ~ection Report. 

Some very appathetic attitudes towards the Council 
were heard aost of which were due mainly to the iporance of the 
people to the workinaa of the Council. J.leo a certain fr11atration 
waa evident in aev•ral vill-.ea. !'hese were the people who had 
no material beDitit for the presence in the Council after 4 years. 
!h••• people •ere contuaed aa t i1ey thought they had picked their 
beat ••n as Councillors and after they had tried uneuceaatull7 
to aecure aome benificial cban£e in the Tillage the7 were now 
called on to pick more new aen. It must be said, however, that thia 
contuaion which exaista is mainly the fault of 11&1Q' ot the 
Councillor• who do not pass on to the people the proweedince 
of Council Meetings and know little ot t .. e t:xpenaiture ot 
Council money. The solutjon to t1 i~ present problem could be a 
special patrol with the sole purpose ot a Council Education 
programme to renew interest and give the mar3 Mekeo people a 
clearer Tie• of the role of their Councillor and the workinca 
ot the Council. The number of tax unpaid last year exhibits the 
peoples reluctance in contributing t heir allocated llJIK amount 

tM.. 
and perhaps this is due to,uncertainty of the Mekeos as to just 
what is done with their money •• This attitude is not so prevelant 
in the villages with expensive Water Ret~iculation schemes and 
other material additions and these villages more than often re-elected 
the aame Cvuncillors again and agai# over the last few years. 

l also observed the incapacity of several Councillors 
and committeemen tc settle even the smallest dispute. On arrival 
in one village in the Bush Mekeo I was greeted during the day 
with many little notes outlining complaints. Although the 
willingness and trust shown by this is VBry £atiatying it was 
disheartening to have to settle settle arguments over 20 cents 
and less while the Councillors and committees had failed to do this. 
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OBSBRVA!IONS 4l!D COIDIERTS (cont). 
However during this election more educated men 

were elected ie. up to Standard 7, and perhaps this and the 
reepect these aen arex given may bring about a change in this 
pattern. It is very nesess&rJ to make sure thti~e Councillors 
are given a good groundinc of their new role and r~sponsibility 
as representatives of the people. The peoples respect tor tim 

some Councillors was not the moat outstandi?l8 I've seen. An 
example ot this is the Councillor of Jesubaibua and although 
liked by moat Jeau people was called in Mekeo "oo aiva" which 
tranelated means Ripe Banana. Apparently he is a bit soft on the 
Jeau people. It is obvious the tougher the Councillor ia the 
aore respect is accorded him and the more Council work is done • 
Untortun.ately there are very few Councillors in the Melceo like 
this. 

Some surprising statements were made by several 
people r&D£ing 'lllm t1m from the tact that they didnt want to 
P&1' any aore taxes because they had got nothing tor their money 
to the aeveral times they retuaed to vote because the Councillors 
could not issue perm.ta to buy ahot IW18• A• usual it was hard 

to reaaon with the llekeo peo1;)le who once they have an idea stick 
to their argwaent till they think of soaething else. 

At the moment there are a n1.1Jlber of gro~p and 

private enterprises throughout the Mekeo ranging froa trucking 
to trade atores. The number of tractors ia surprisinc the vi.llace 
of .Upeana wh:i.ch already has two tractors has just taken 
possession of a new Da:tid Brom tractor imported from England. 
Yet the pro&'!'ession of Tax Collecting is very poor the ma~orit7 
refusing to p~. One wonders, at the nuaber of Prince andieuzu 
trucks and the tractors and trailers travelling along the 
KekGo roads, just how much the Mekeos are worth as a group and 
one realiaee the increase that private enterprise is ts,kin£ in 
the Mekeo society. Then one tends to wonder juat how important 
the Mekeoa think the Council is to them. 

Even amoung themselves the Mekeoa cannot run them­
selves efficently and many sto~es and Co-Ops are faced with 
failure because of th• corruption anC. dishonesty that is prevalent 
amollll8 the Mekeos. 

Jlil&PiION OP P.l!BOL. 
The patrol comprised myself and an excellent 

interpreter James Mopio an Agricultural Assistant from Wewak 
who is a ~ekeo. This made the work a great deal simpler as 
everyth.ing could be explained easily and the attitudes of them 

wer~ out lined to me by one of t l eir own race. 
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~EPTION O~ PATROL (cont). 
The patrol was given a normal reception with the 

people taking about an hour to assemble in most villages. The 
presence of the interpreter a man who has a respected position 
seemed to put the liekeos at ease and many varied questions 
came from discussions in the nights spent in the villages and 

I am sure I obtained a better insite into their thinkinc throush thisl 
They were many young men in the villages many ot th•se 

were on holidays t~om jobs in Port Moresby the rest were the 
impecably dressed and groomed Mekeo men mostly aroU?ld the 20-25 
age group. !hese young seem to hold themselves above the older men 
but their respect for the elders was still noticeable. The7 could 
be aptly called the "prett7 boys"o! Papua. Ot c81rse these are only 
a minority and mostly luropean shorts and shirts are the dress. 

VILL.A.GES. 

Although the geaeral standard ot design and building 
in the Mekeo is very good the stande.rd of maintenace, if ~' 
is very low and in many villages especially Inawabui and InaWa:l.a 
the house• are more derilict looking than semi permanent residences. 

Kost villages were dirty and obviously no attempt had 

been made to clean them. However several were very clean especiall.7 
Aipeana and Eboa. Inawabui was littered with large piles of coconut 
palms, coconut husks and pig waste which was left to rot. These tormed 
an excellent pig pond which turned half the village into a stagnant 
mud heap. 

Aipeana has ~ houses built entirely ot sawn tiaber 
and flat iron and several ot these have several rooms and a large 
:tloorspace. Eventually this village will probatly become an all 
tin villas•• 

JlOjJ)S A!fD BRIDGES. 
The road.a throul}lout the Mekeo were auf:te:ring trom 

the tirst eftecta ot the wet season during the patrol. Many roads 
in the aat and West Mekeo are impassM.ble to Land Rovers but tractors 
still get through. Any maintenance at this time would be useless 
as the wet is not over till April. 

OOllPLilftS. 

!here were only minor disputes settled on patrol because 
ot the proximity o:t the Mekeo to Bereina the people bring all their 
major disputes to the Sub District Office. 

A great deal of interest was shown in the Lande 
D..-.rcation Committee tor which nominations were received in several 

Tillaces. Thi• was good to see as it showP.d the people arA 

I •• 
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willing to settle the many land disputes throughout the Mekeo. 

COELUSION. 

Despite the varying attitudes a.man.a the Mekeo 
there are aeYeral people who are fairly political aindecl. An 

exaaple is Aiaa G'nuu the President of the Mekeo Council and he 
haa aoae intelli&ent views on current affair• throuctiout the 
territory. 

The Council won: a• a whole in the Mekeo ha• pro4uoecl 
•o•• pod reeul ta tor the people. In aneral place• the main 
&Citation for a new water aoh .. e, the aoat wanted proj~~t in 
the M.teo, oaae troa the Woaen •ho had to walk sneral ail•• 
for •arer 8 n4 who were worried about the ohancinc oourse of 
the river. Th••• complaints were V•'r7 understandable and one 
can ha.rdl7 blame a certain villac• tor beinc depreaaea attu-
4 1ear• of p~inc tax and •••inc the a4join1nc Yillac• 1•r'•tinc 
a larae water scheme inat&llecl While they atill had to walk 
2 ailea tor their water. But , .... u ao aoae ot their claille 
an4 nat .. ent were oYerheat•d and UJ18enaibl• and to nen thi• 
out with reaaon waa indeed difficult. However the tuture could 
prOYe a different •ituation and with the lar1• peroentac• 
of new COUlloillora elect-1, aost beinc educated and ••n•ible, 
perhap• th•J oOQld help renew aoae of the ~tereat an4 enthusiasm 
in their Counoil which i• laclcina.

.!epairs to the Inawabui-Aropokina sect ion of the Bereina­
Xubllll8 road along lines discussed with the A.D.C • .tlso any 
:-.Jutine Administration aspects tha.t uose. 

This section is one of the worst along this 
important road link with the Kuni Census Division. Previous 

to pu.~\ 
to thia patrol several attempts~by Administration personnel 
were unsucesstul. The road has rec.eived sparse maintenance 
over the last few years and with the present developement in 
the Kuni it is essantial to have a.n all weather road link 
to this area. 

The job presented a formidable task as the road 
was, in many places, little more than an island in a sea of 
swampland. Over 3 to 4 miles the road was almost overgrown 
with 12 foot high cane grass and t:hick kunai which prevented 
the road from dryill8 out as well &:.~a limiting visibility to about 
five feet. 

The patrol began with 12 inmates from BereiM 
Corrective Institution and several warders. A camp site was 
found in a banana garden about a nlile from Inawabui whicn was 
found more useful than staying at Inawabui.

The first two weeka were spent supervising 

the clearing of the road on bcth aides to a distance of 8-10 
feet.

AREA STUDY. 

INTRODUCTION. 

1. The Nara Census Division stretches along a coastal 
belt from Ou Ou Creek in a South-~sterly d.ir·ection to the Hisiu 
Beach Reserve. There are seven v1 llages not all of "thich are 131 t­
uated on the coast. Oroi, Tubu,Kaiau, Diumana and Vanua ~i r.~e 

situated away from the coast, while Ala Ala and Hisiu are directl~r 
on the coast. There are two ~istinct groups in the Nara. The 
Hisiu people who are expatriate Waimaa and the Naras themselves. 

2 The main topographi~al feature of the Nara is the low 
range of hills rising fairly ah&rply at the coastal strip. These 
hills run t~ length of the Nar~ and subside at the Aroa River. 
Inland these coastal hills give way to a low undulating flood plain, 
traversed by dried up meanders and pocked with ox-bow lakes and 
areas of swamp land. This plain stretches inland for about 10-15 
miles before ,Jiving way to the sharply rising foot hills of the 
main range. The coastal strip i~ fringed by a reef running from 
Yule Island in the Roro and terminating at Hisiu. The reef affords 
some protection enabling a coastal vegetation of mangroves to 
fl~sh as well as other vegetation. This natural growth is 
interupted for approximately 6-7 miles by copra plantations extending 
to the sea shore. The coast line is open and unprotected againa 
the winds and apart from Yule Island the Aroa River provides the 
only other sheltered landing for the area. Both these are outside 
the Iara. 

3. The climate is typical of the coastline with the South-
Baat winds blowing for 6-7 monthe a ya~r. The rainfall fo-.r the 
?fara is the lowest in the Sub District being 30-35" a year. Hence 
the Nara occupies one of the poorest tlreas in the Sub District. 

The present site of the Sub District Headquarters creates 
access problems. The Nara is situated almost at the end of the 
Sub District with no road connections from Bereina to the area. The 
Nara may be reached by air to Aroa airstrip from Bereina in lee s 
than 30 minuteu. However by road and canoe the trip can take up to 
two days~ The closest main shipping point is at Yule Island which 
is also the port for the Sub District. The Aroa River provides 
anchorage for moderately sized vessels and is used frequently by 

coastal shipping. The Nara is provided with one airstrip at Aroa 
which is serviced regularly by Patair.

5. The proposed road from Moresby to Bereinn will link 
the area with other main road heads outside the Nara and thus 
provide ready access to other areas inthe Sub District as well 
as Sub District Headquaters at Bereina. With no present road 
contact the Nares other access to the mainland is by '1e Irobo 
landing, the main landing point for the mainland. 

6. ;he first Government contact with the area, as 
well as other areas in the Sub District, was by Mr. Guilianette, 
a Government agent in early 1900. The entire district was 
administered from the Government station at Yule Island, which 
was ~ommenced in 1928. Mr. Guilianette was murdered in the area 
and is now buried at Delena. Over the past years the Nara has 
not received arLy great amount of Administration atte41tion and 
as a result the people have not had as much to do with Government 
departments and procedures as their neighbours the Roros and Mekeos. 
The Naras have not built up any indifference to the Adminietration 
but show a favourable attitude although completely lacking in 
comprehension of the Governments role in the country. No major 
cults or movements of note have occurred during this period of 
Administration. 

POPULATION DISTRIBUTIONS AND TRENDS. "B: 
7; The latest village populetion register is found in 
Appendix D. No accurate neo mortality rate records are availabl~, 
but general health in the Nara is only fair with only one Government 
Aid Post at Hisiu. Major disease is not prevalent due to the 
proximity of Yule Island hospital. 

8. Ala Ala? Oroi and Hisiu are all connected by the main 
trunk road. L1 the area which :i~s from Delena to the Aroa River 
and connects to the roads in the Galley Reach area. 

9. Dtumana, Kaiau, Tubu and Vanuamai are connected 
by walking tracks and because of their distance from the sea, 
these tracks are t~ir main means of communication. Only Hisiu, 
Ali Ala and O~oi use the sea as their main form of communication 
as well as the trunk road. 

10. The Nara does not possess a great amount of skilled 
or semi skilled artisians and most of these are absent in Port 
Moresby. Hisiu has a higher number of skilled workers ·than the

SOCIAL GROUPINGS. 

12. There are two distinct Social Groups in the Sara. 
These are the Nara villages of Oroi, Tubu, Kniau, Van mmai , Ala Ala 
and Diumana and the Hisiu people who are expatriate Wuimas. The 
Hisiu people migrated from Waima at the tu.nn of the century and 
settled at Hisiu. The Naras a~e an independ~nt li~gual group 
having their oriiin in the lower Kuni area. til• 

13. The lareest functional social unit in the Nara is the 
village. The village is broken down into "jtsuvu" or clans which 

.,t\-0~~0 I 

are \'xtended t ·rn1i ly groups. However this does not apply in Hisiu 
which is the largest single social unit in the area. Here the 
society is greatly fragmented and the system of clans has almost 
completely broken doWI.L. In Hisiu the simple famjly is the functional 
30Cial unit. In fact the Hisiu society resembles a suberb of 
•ustralia. This appears to have come about a~ a result of their 
migration from their original Waima home. The Hisiu people are now 
settled on a Native Reserve. It seems obvious that the breakdown in 
the traditional authority cf clan chiefs and land owners came 
about because of the inability to withhold land rights and traditional 
inlurritance from non-conformists or ~squatters" in the group who 
refused to abide by traditional ways. This led to a breakdown in 
the power of the clan until now the clan chief is so in name only, 
the members being likewise. In the Nara villages the clan is still 
the strongest unit with the c~an chiefs and elders posessing 
considerable power•• 
14. The language in the Nara could be termed the Nara 
dialect and forms the smallest linguistic group i11 the Sub ~istrict. 
The Hisiu people use, of course, the Roro dialect. ?he Nara language 
has similari t'les to the Kuni diEI ~.ect confirming migration f1mm 
the inland • 
15. It will be seen from Appendix C that some of the clan 
names occur in several villages within the Nara group showing well 
defined inter village ties. This is also evident in Hisiu with 
clan names relating to their Waima home. Although two differeat 
languages exist there are no barri~rs between the Hisius and the Naras. 
The Risius tending to have a be·cter lmo?tledge of their neighbours 
dialect because of the permanent contact with the Naras coming to the 
coaet. Inter marriage has also increased the cohesion between the 
two peoples. Trading is one of the main affiliations withih ~he area 
and with the monopoly of the Hisiu~ .. with transport facilities 
(ie Canoes to iforesby) the Naras are more dependent en the Risius 

than any other adjoc~nt groups.

I would say that social and economic aff iliations a r e on a par 
w1 thin the area. Vi th outside areas trading i s the main affil i atj on. 
16. The relationship betw&en H:siu and their ho~e 
area in the Roro is still strong, m~ny prefering intennarriage 
this way than within the Nara. Bec3us of barriers of col'lmunications 
the Naras have slight contact with outside groups such as the Mekeos 
except with the Roroa and the Gabadi people. Trading affili ations, 
which were once very strong, with their neighbours the Gabadis 
appear to be breaking down because the Gabadi people are now 
preferring to trade direct with Moresby than with the Naras. 
17. Thus the Nara society is s till ba sed on traditional 
clan structure and customary relations and with the lack of 
strong progressive leaders this will not bre~k down for quite 
sometime. The Hisiu people have developed a new social frame 
with the individual family head being the most important person 
in each family unit.

If there is no SOH from a marriage the eldest daughter 
inherits the fathers lnnd. i"h tue whole of the fnthers land 
going to his eldest ~o~ the son or sons next in line may work on 
the land or if they ore young to look after the land then 
the widow will work the land. If the eldest son does not marry 
and have children then he brother or sister next in line becomes 
the owner • 
.22 . There is no ro e. •nion or present change in this 
traditional form of land tenure. Even with the large are a of 
land that the Nara occu ies ard the small popul tion head per 
acre land tenure . s still a problem as far as produce is concerned. 
The Hisiu people are restricted l°'y the boundar~es of thetr 1'at1Te 

Reserve ~nd after 60 years of constant use the land is tired out. 
The rest of the Nara with its low rainfall an rocky unfertile soil 
occupies one of the poorest areas in the Sub District. 
23. No private leases are held from the Administration 

excep~ by pri te plantations. No cash croppping is done in the Nara. 
Copra being the exception. All land is inuividually held with the 

owners !ami y rroviding the lo.bour.

24. The standard of both L.M.S. schools is fair to 
good while the Catholic school standard is ~oor. There are no 
secondary schools in the Nara. In all schools, including prep 
classes, English is taught and spoken. In the villages approximately 
1~ of the people have some understanding in English. hut a much 
higher percentage, approximately 05~, understand Poltoe Kotu. 
The reason for this high percentage is be~ause many women have 
some knowledge also. In fact a young man seems to be regarded as 
ignorant if he cannot understand aLd speak the lingua franoa .. 
An interesting course is being con.ducted at Oroi L.M.S. school • . 
This is an adult education scheme where a small group ot adults 
are being taught English and other baLic knowledge. 
25. At the time of the patrol there was no ona in the 
Nara holding a higher education. The highest was 6th stander d. 
All those holding higher education are absent away from the Cenaue 
Di~ision, the major~ty within the Central District. 
26. There is only one student receiving higher education 
in Australia. ilIA OVIA. (girl) is a tt~nding Too\1 ba Grammar So4ool ~ 
She is d1>ing tth year and intends to go on to University. 
27. In the villages, mainly those on the coast, there 
are 17 radios and 2 record players. Some interest is taken in 
news hroadcas+, but the main interest is in the popule.r music which 
is broadcastad. 

STANDARD OF LlYING. G. 
28. Unlike the more sophisticated of the coastal areas 
in the Sub District the Nall hab a lo·-, standard of living except 
for the immediate coastal villagns of AlaAla and Hieiu. 
29. Houses built of European type materials are few in 
the Nara except for trade stores or mission teachers houses. 
The villagers have almost departed com~1letely from traditional dress 
and are only usod for ceremonial occa3sions; Europeau clothing 
being worn all the time. In the houses are to 't.: found many 
European artif3cts, especially in the coastal villages. Noted were 

cooking utensils of pots saucepans etc, wired meat cupboards, axes 



STANDARD OF LIVING (cont). 

'hammers, files, saws, hand made nets of twine for fishing, school 
uniforms for the chiluren (Hia~u only), mechanical asset~ of 
outboard moto~s (Hisiu only) and bikes. Others were radios, pressure 
lamps a*da at Hisiu several small stoves. Hisiu easily has the 
highest standard of livine in the Nara comparable to any other 
village along the coast. Although the above points to a variety of 
possessions many of the t~ing3 mention are confined to the coastal 
villages of !la Ala and Hisiu the rest of the Nara would have one 
~t the lowest stancards of living in the Sub District. There a~e 
39 sowing rachine'1 in.i the Nara the majority at P.isiu and Ala Ala. 
30. The tatooing of young Roro girls at Hisiu h~~ 
almost completely ceased and .now the young girls are avoiding it. 
This is mainly due to Missio~1 influer,ce bt't p3rtly becausl' more 
young girls are going to work in Port Moresby and it is s c aewhat 
of a stigma to them. 
31. Along the coast in the villages of Hisiu, •la Ala 
and Oroi the staple didt is 0 ood however inland the peoplen diet 
is relatively poor. As with other areas in the ~ub District the 
staple diet comprises maL .. - vegetables. Bananas, Yams, Tero and 
!apioco being most important all year round. Other foods that are 
important are Cau Cau, Pu.mkins, Corn and Pineapples. Coconuts 
are a minor part of the diet the matn going to domestic animals. 
The coastal villages are able to substitute their diet with seafood.a 
including turtles, crayfish and fish. The inland Nara villages having 
only wallaby and wild pig. Introduced crops exist only in a minor 
form ie. oranges, lemons, rice, corn, tomatoes and even peas. 
Peanuts are also reported to grow well in some areas but only a 
few people oultiVRte these. 
32. At Hisiu more and more canned foodstuffs are being 
purchased because of the increase in income to the village from 
crayfishing and other enterp~ises. HowAver over the rest of the 
Nara th~re are few trade stores and little money. 

, 33. Womens Clubs are not well established in the Nara. 
There are only 4 Clubs with 90 members and these are mainly bu1Pness 
ventures as well as social. The 2 at Hisiu both run prospero\1:3 trade 
stores while the Ala Ala club clear8 land for gardens. There are 
no mens clubs tn the Nara. 
34. The local L.M.S. pastor at Hisiu rur.s a Boy Scout 
and Girl Guide movemen~ which was establised from Delena. There 
are 28 Girl Guides, 20 Scoutc and 24 Cubs . 
35. Interest in sport is limited to school chilaren, 
the Alders having no interest in muscular exilA1.ion. The children 
are taught basket ball and 3occer at the Government schcol at Hisiu. 
An oval is on the projects list for the school which should 
stimulate enthusin m even more in the you·1eer generationf 
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MISSIONSJ H, 

36. Two Mias:t.ons are to be found -t_n the Nara. The 
'iondon Missionary Society and the Catho:ic Mission. Hisiu is about 
75~ L.M.S. and 25~ Catholic. Ala Ala and Tubu and Vanuamai all have~a 
strong Catholic following while Xaiau, Diumana and Oroi are all L.M.s. 
The L.M.S. have the strongest f~llowing in the area. Both ltlasions 
are administered from outside the area. The L.M.S. from Delena and 
lhe Catholic Mission trom Yule Island. 
37. In previous years there wae ~ f~~r amount of tension 
and oo~...tlicting o~inion~ between the two danominations over land 
a!'ld other differences. However the situatio~ is now atable, both 
opperating independently of each other. 
38. The Catholic Ndssion runs a Copra plantation at OBO 

in the Nara. This is run by one European brother and employs 16 
XeremE\ labours. The L.M.s. Mission has 3 nat!ve teachers and 2 natiTe 
pastors at their schools. The Catholic Mission employs 1 local teaoher 
and 1 Roro catechists. 
39. Religious se~ces are held in Risiu, Dj_umana, Oroi . 
and Ala Ala the remainder being administered by visiting missionaries. 
40. Many people have not yet accepted the Christian 
way. The breakdown of traditional authority at Hisiu has been 

I 

accompanied by a revival in sorcery and other superstitious practioes. 
However the previous tension that existed has settled down and 
the following of both churches is slowly increasing. A~ mentioned 
before the L.K.S. Idiseion is the strougest in the Nara. 

N05-I1'DIGIRES. 'I' 
41. Beside• the OBO Copra Plantation operated by the Yule 
Island Catholic Mission there are two other buianesses operated 
by .non-indigenes. 
42. The largest single buisness in the area a~e the 
Copra plantations owned and operated by British New Guinea Developement 
Company, or better known as the !Jisiu Eeach Estates incorporating 
Hisiu Division, Aroa Division and Obu ~ivision. These plantations 
cover a massive area along the coast vith some 78,ooo trees and 
a total yearly output of 15 to 16 hundred tons of Copra a year. 
These plantations are run b~' the manager Mr.W.Petton and three 
asa~stant managers. A privately run Copra plantation is situated 
on the border of the Roro and the Nara. This is run by Mr.R.Edwards. 
!he Oho Mission plantation is operated by one European Brother. 
This plantation covers 250 acres with an output of approximately 
100 tons a year. This p~oduce goes to Yule Island. 
43. Only the Hisiu B~ach I'atates employ local labour 
and these are well paid drivers and mechanics. The reluctance of 
these buisnesse~ to employ local labour is not u.~reasonable as 

they either will not work or desert. The Hisi~ Beach Estates 

• 
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RON-IRDIGJl!IS. (oont), 
employ 13 local labour comprising carpdnters, drivers and reechanics 
also 187 indentured labour (highlanders). The patrol was informed 
that the Hiaiu plantations could replace that number in local 
labour but thei1· reluctance to work is Wery real~ 
44. The Obo }li.ssion plantation employs no local labour 
exc~pt 16 vKerema&. Ou Ou Creek plantation, on the bo.-rder ot the 
Nara, employs 2 Roros but no Naraa. 
45. Thiu gives a total number of locsl labour employed 
by ncn-indigenes at 13. 
46. Because of the village transport system to marketinc 
points in MOresby these places are not outlets or markets tor 
primary produce. 

47. Compared with the r~st of the Sub District the 
communication system of the Nara is poor. The area is provi:aed 
with one trt.tnk roa~ running from Delena in the Roro to t ne A:roa 
River. This road does not connect any feed .. roads to the inlarul~ 

Nara villages and is out off by Hall Sound at one end and the Aroa 
River at the other. Thus the Nara has no direct road aooe~e to 
any other part of 'the Sub District. 
48. The trunk road connects all the plantations listed 
in 'I' and connects to the Aroa wharf the main landing point tor 
the area. Previously the road was an all weather road however it 
is now only passable to tractors due to the effect ot the wet season. 
It is maintained by contract. 
49. The fact that th~ area is not linked b7 road to 
other important parts of the Sub District creates some economio 
and •rketing problems which will be discussed later. 
50. The only !o:rm ot connection for the inland Tillage• 
ot Vanwiini, Diumana, Kaiau and 1'ubu is by walking track. All 
are connected to each other as well as with Oroi with walking 
tracks joining the trunk road on the coast. 
5L The trunk road from Aroa to Delena will eventually 
become one of the most important in the Sub District as the Moresby 
Bereina road ia expected to pass along sections ot this r~ad. If 
tlais eventuates it will undoubtedly open new horizons for the area 
and would link the Nara to nearly every area in the Sub District. 
52. There is only one o!fleiril anchorage in the Nara. 
Thie is a beach anchorage on the Hisiu diviRion of the Hieiu Beach 
Estates. However this is seldom used. The main landing point tor 
the Nara is the Aroa wharf. This is situated near tha mouth of 
the Aroa River and mainly serves the Hisiu Plantations. 



OOMllDNICATIONS. (cont). 
The whar.t can take K boots and other medium sized coastal ships 

' but entry is governed by a sandbar at the mouth of the river. 
Copra is the main cargo shipped out however large ammounts of 
trade store supplies are broubht into tne Nara via the Aroa whart. 
At Ou Ou creek there is also a landing supplies for the Ou Ou 
plantation being ott leaded at high tide. 
53. There is no airstrip included in the Nara Cenaua 
Division, however the Aroa airstrip, heoause ot its use by people 
in the Nara could be termed as them. . n airstrip for the area. 
The Aroa strip is a privately maintained strip capable of taking 
D.C)'s. It is classified in category 'A'. It has a total length 
of 3,300 feet. Tho strip is serviced twice weekly by Patair 
arid more often if required. Both the Aroa airstrip and the Aroa 
wharf are connected to the trunk road by feeder roads crossing 
the plantations. There are several possibl& airstrip sites 
how&ver the econom.tc poverty of the inland villages would not 
war.c-ant construction.

The above is a list of the skilled workers in the 
villages at the time of the survey, It may be noted that in Hisiu 
there are double that number profes~ing to be truck and tractor 
drl.vers. Only thoee with licences were entered. Many of the 
professed "tradesmen" are not certificated but are capable of 
the job stated. 

THE STAGE OP POLITICAL DEVELOPMENT. 'L'. 
54. The people of the Nani would be one of the least 
politically aware in the Sub District. The Naras have some 
experience of non-traditional organisations. Their Co-operatives 
(only 1 now exists out of ?) and Womens Clubs have given them some 
idea in group activities and the conduct of a ~eting, The Nara 
was included into the Kairuku Local Government Council in May 1966. 
Thus the Nara is relatively new to this organisation and as yet 
the area is lacking a unity of purpose and outlook by the use of 
the Council. The people ,as yet, have no comparehension of the 
Councils role except the more educated. In time however the CoWlcil 
in this area could be fffe~tive, politically, 
55, The attitudes towards the non-indigenes, specifically 
the plantation owners, is no~ wholly one of acceptance. I submit 
that the people ere ~omewnat jealous of the large scale production 
they see as well as the large area of land occupied on land ~hey 

oonsider should be theirs. This is understandable to a point but 
is a selfish attitude which is aprevalent in Diumana, Tu~u, Kaiau 
and Oroi. 

As mentioned before• the Hisiu society is very 
fragmented however these p;ople would have a high r understanding 
in the present form of Governi~ent tnan the inland villages, The 
main reasons for this is their contact with rforasby, their :aon­
tradi tional orgnnisu tions and o better developed econoiny than 
t he entire Nora . Their monopoly of i +erdistrict transport and 
tradine has not hel~ed a feeling of unity with the rest of the Nnra, 
al though existing on fr:f.endly terms because of intermarriage ties, 
and also the fact that they are basically outsiders to the Nara. 
57. Their Stn3llness of numbers and indepe4nt origin 
~as drawn the NarA villages fairly closely together and their 
lack of direct contact w"lth outside areas has not given them any 
broad outlook on politi~al unity 



THI S!AGI 01 POLITICAL DBVBLOPEMEN!. (cont). 
58. It was the overall opinion in every Nara village 
that they know they are members of the Council hut this was as far 
as their knowledge went. One opinion expressed was that ~he people 
were tryin~ to make up their minds which to follow, the Council 
or the Administration. This points to a poor comprehension ot 
of the present form of Government. In Hisiu there are few of these 
ideas, the people possessing a fair idea of th~ role of the present 
Government. 
59. There is only one person who has attended any Conference 
He is Moses Ikupu of Hisiu a11d has attended the Co-operatives 
Conferenee at Konedobu in 1958. He is also a member of the District 
Advisory Committee. 
60. It is aoubtfull wether there are any Naras who 
have attended any such conferences, even of those residing outside 
the area.

61. Practically all produce from market gardenine is 
sold in Moresby. On an average 2 large motorized canoes go to \ . 

Moresby each month from Hisiu, Each taken 4-5 people with market 
produce (Betel Nut, Bauonas and Coconuts)~ Therefore about g 
people a month visit Moresby with produce for sale. The average 
earning of 15-20 dollars per person per trip comes out at 162 a 
month. Thus from garden produce S1944 is earned a year. It is 
impossible to estimate the total income of Betel Nut in proportion 
to other maket garden produce because of variati~n. Therefore the 
above total includes cash made from the ~ale vZ Eetel Nut. 
The position ~r the inland Naras inhibits these people from participat 
ing to any large degree in inter-district trading. Their trips 
are so infrequent and numerically small that the above totPl 
from market garde:u produce would be el"tirely spread over Hisiu, 
Ala Ala and Oroi. Some local trading does occur, but only 
erra•ically between the Hisius and the Naras. Fresh foods for

63. Out of 3 Co-operative Societies at Hisiu, Ala Ala 
and Oroi only Hisiu is still opperating. The attitudes of the peopl~ 
were the main reason9 for Oroi and Ala Ala breaking down bu~ also 
because there was a chance of these running at a loss. Because 
of the sizes of the Co-operatives they could not be real economic 
ventures but mainly as a service to the people. When the people 
did not need the service any longer the societies naturally broke 
down. 
64. The Hisiu Uo-ppere.tive hne now just become a service 
to the people. They have ceased investing Share Capital and because 
of low profits there is little repropriation to the pgople. 
Hisiu Co-op has 172 members with a Share Capital of 3,016. 
Thus Total Share Capital invested: 3,016. 
65. There is one savings bank branch in the area• with 
a total balance of 13,000. Most of this is held by the Government 
school teachera and the local plantation workers. 

66~ The area has several progressive buisinessmen 
however the most outstanding of these would be Moses Ikupu of 
Hisiu. Moses runs a prosperous trade store and an inboard outboard 
canoe used for i::issenger trips to Moresby. H~ ha~ his family as 

a labour forc9.

69. 

Arable land in the Nara is far from rencl11.ng 
saturation point. However there are restrict1 r. fa ctorg which ~ave 
created an economic frustration eRpecially wi t t · r the inland Nora 
villages. The Hisiu people, us stateit preYiously, are restricted by 

the boundaries of their Reserve (this is to be rectifien). ith 
low rainfall and I>00r rocky soil the inland rlara villages are 
only planting sufficent for subsistence needs. All utiliied land 
is used for gardens, coconuts are of lesser i~portance. 
Along the coast there is little land betwwen the villages however 
this land is more productive for permanent tree crops (ie. coconuts). 
The distance from the sea of the inland Nara is another reason 
for the lack of good coconut crops in these villages. 
70. The inability of the inland Nara people to get 
their produee to a marketing point provides no incentive to them 
to expand present plantings. Along the coast arable land is limited 
with little prospect of increasing present plantjnes, unless they 
go further inland where the land is worse. 
71. The answer to the above is in the potential of 
fishing. The coastal waters abound in crayfish, turtles and fish 
for which a ready market is found in Port Moresby . Over the last 
9 months a great amount of change came about in the coastal 
Nara because of their participation in the crayfishing industry, 
based at Yule Island,for the first time. Over S20,000 wns distributed 
amoung the noro villages last year and now the NHra villages of 
Ala Ala, Oroi and Hisiu have become suppliers in the 4 month season.

1. The purpose of this patrol was to take a census 
and make amendments to the commcn roll for the 1968 House of 
Assembly elections. The patrol was accompanied by the Kairuku 
~ocal Government clerk who was collecting back tax for the 
1966/67 tax period. l'he A.D.c. also accompanied the patrol 

for two d3ys but then returned to Bereina station. The area 
pa trolled was the Waima Ki vori census di visiori v1hich is 
situated on the coast. It is made up of 8 main villages, these 
villages being made up of small hamlets. 
Reoeption of Patrol. 

2. The reception of the patrol varied from village 
to village. The first two villages vi s ited, Kivori Poe and 
Kivori Kui were ve y friendly towards the patrol and eave 
assistance whenever possible, however when the other villages 
h3ard that the pn trol wns als o collecting back tax t hey were 

t1•y 

notAquick i n commng forwar d for the census. This was particularly 
evident in Roroainra where a number of people had to be"pushed" 

up to the table for t he C'-' r.sus and it was ~ hen f ound that they 
had not paid their tax. 

3. Coconuts and bananas were ~equent'y given to 
the patrol and wnen money was offered for t hesa 5 ... . ds it was 
refused in all cases. 

4. O~ce again it was noticed that a radio attract 
a crowd but unlike th3 u~keo's the Weima's listen to the music 
not the news. Perhaps this is one reason why the Mekeo's are 
better busines~ men than the Waima's.

5. All the vil l 3ges ar e ma d e up)! s~~ 11 h. mlets 
with each clan living i n t ei. r own Lumlet. The s •,a ndard of housing 
is f a irly eooc • I t wn not i ced tha ; the cl os er the village was 
to the sea the better ~h e r use s were . An exomple of this was 
Kivori Poe where all thb houses were bi g and very open with 
spaces in the walls to allow t he wind to blow throt1Gh the house. 
They were all made of native materi a l and kept iu good condition. 
In contrast to this Ere Ere which is pproximately J miles from 
the coast ha~ smaller houses which were usually closed in 
except for a door and a small window. Many of the houses werd 
in bad condition and dirty and it was obvious that little care 
had been taken of them.

However this short walk is 

a cheap price for good wa t er and the people are satisfied with 

t~ situation. The other village~ get their water from wells 
in the grollfid.

8. Village officials on most occasions were helpful, 
but it was noticed that in a couple of villages the councillors 
were only figureheads and di d what they were told by the more 

powerful men of the village. An exacple of this was Ere Ere. 

Thie village has a lot of business men and any decisions that 

had to be made were made by this CTroup of men. Roroaiaro ~ lso 

has an ineffectual councillor. He i s an old gentleman and has 
no hold over the younger man o~· th~ vi !l qge. This was evident 

when he was trying to gather the pee~le for the census and a 
policeman had to be sent to assist hiro.

9. At Kivori Poe a s i tuation arose concerning the 

villagE! chief. "e had order the ::;>eople not to fish in the creek 

as the fish were to :;;)mall and they would l~ill thea all thus 

causing a shortage of fish in later year s. The people had not 

heeded this warnine and the chief complained to the patrol 

asking if it could order the pe0ple to obey him. It was explained 

to him, that altnough his advice to the people was sound, that 

the patrol cuuld not order the people to cbey him as they were 

not breaking the law in disobeying him. However it was explained 

to the villagers the next day that the advice that had been given 
by the chief was good advice and unless they complied with 

his wishes they would find themselves F ort of fis~. This spemed 

to sat i sfy the chief however thic s eems as though it is ~he st3rt 

of the decline o~ the power of t he chi ef and r obally many nore 
cases nirrd 1.a to t his one r.fill :l rise .:. n t' e _1ear fut~e .

10 . Ap roximatel~ ? 5~ of t he r~ople were a~ay f rom 
the village s at the ~ ime c f the c enE tc, owever r ~ 0f these were 

probally missing because t hey heard t a t the pat r r was 

collecting taxes. Of this large proportion of :~Jple away most 
of them were young men between 16-30 who :1ad gone to Port Moresby 

to ~ork~ This mieration of men see s likely to continue as there 
is no industry in 1'/aima Y-: i vori t o employ these people. 



Agriculture. 

11. There 1s a shortage of agricultural activity in 
t his area with co1 r a being the only product erown on a s cale 
large enough to market. The 'llaima Kivori have a very small 
amount of land no they only own a thin s trip of land from the 
coast back to the Waimn hj lls and a lot of this land ies owned by 
the mission. This land is very sandy and coconuts seem t o be 
the only successful crop with R few bananas and taro grown on 
the sides of the hills. A further setback in their activities 
is the lack of a trace element in the soil a,ound Roroaiara and 
Waima Aviara. The absence of this element tends to turn the 
coconut fronds a yellow colour and impedes the bearing of 
coconuts on the tree and in some cases compldtely stops it. The 
Department of Ag:"icul ture have investigated this matter but 
consider that it would not be profitable to p~t this element 
back into the soil as it is very expensive and the output of 
coconuts would not warrant ull the expense. 

12. When they have produced their copra they can take 
it into market by canoe. This method saves a lot of expense 
thus making a bigger profit for themselves. However this output 
of copra is not large ond they do not make lot of money from 
it as they usually have to split it up amongst a few families. 
Commerce and Industry. 

13. The1"e are only two trucks in this census di vision. 
These are the Waima Kivori Transport Company and the Kivori Poe 
Transport Company. The Kivori truck is being well run at the 
moment and there are no problems however the Waima Company is 
having problems wi ~h the internal runnlng of the Company. This 
matter is well known at Sub DiJtrict Office so I will not 
enlarge on this as other correspondence will do so. Some of 
the villages are trying to buy trucks for the exclusive use 
of thei:- own village people. Hcwever this • area has got a 
small population with a large p~oportion of these away in 
Port Moresby and these trucks will fil1d 1 t hard to make a 
profit as there will be to many trucks and not enough people. 

14. Most villages have a numb6r of trade stores. 
These DlElke a small profit for tlLere owners with the average 
earnings being aT\proximately 200 doll~1rs. There are also a 
number of small businesses suck as grass skirt making and wood 
carving but these are not on a large scale and are only done by 

individuals. 
Complaints. 

15. A few complaints were heard but time did not 
perm.1~ dll of them to be heard as the patrol was moving from 
village to village as soon as the cnnsus was finished. A few 
complaint s concerning pi es were heard but this was the only 

general trend evident. 



Rest House§!.. 
16. The patrol slept in only two villages. At Kivori Poe 

where it slept for 4 nights the rest house was in good condition. 

It had been cleaned up and a tcilet and fireplace had been built. 
Decorations had bb~n put ur aroun~ the walls and a table and 
chairs provided. A constant supply of water was provided . At 
Waima Aviara the patrol slept in the chiefs house as no rest 
house was available in the village. As the other villages in 
th~ area have no rest houses the patrol slept there for 2 nights 
and walked to the surrounding villages during the day. 
R~ads and Bridges. 

17. The road to Waima Kivori is in need of repair but 
once the ar~a is reached the road is in good condition. This 
is because the road is sandy and soaks up ~he water. Not many 
vehicles use the road during the wet season so the road avoids 
the wear &nd tear of tractors and trucks. The 3 bridges in the 
area are in need of repair as some of the timbers are rottir . 
The soil at the approaches of 2 of the bridges has been washed 
away causi ... ~ ·hicles to have to climb up onto jhe bridge in 
4 wheel drive. These will have to be repair~d in the near furture 
or the bridges will be not fit for u RP ~md more costl) repairs 
will have to be done on them. 
Missions. 

18. There is a mission, a misaicn hospital and various 
mission schools in the area but these were not visited as the 
census and common roll took up all the time available. 
Conclusion. 

19. The Waima Kivori ~people live in stagnant area \vnere 
it is hard to grow any crop on a large scale and there are no 
resources to start any type of industry. These two factors lead 
to a large migration of the pemple to other areas and this tr6nd 
will continue until there is something in the area to attract them. 
The census and common roll work provided more training and the 
diff~culties of tax collecting were experienced. It was a very 
interesting and informative patrol and en7oyed by this officer.

1. 'l'he purpose of t his patrol was to conduct a census 
and carry o~t amendments to t he col!l!?l.on roll. Routine administration 
was carried out if time was available in the particular village. 
The patrol was carried out in the East Mekee villages, the 'Nest 
Mekee villages to be done at a later date. 

2 . Although I had been to the Mekee area before this 
was the first time I had stayed overnight and observed the people 
in their natural living conditions. 
Reception of Pat~ol. 

3. Tha p~trol reception was friendly on most 
occasions with food being broug!lt forward when the patrol slept 
overni vht. When re~uired one of the hw1ters wou.1d go out anu 
bring baci .Jome wild game. This seemed to be plentiful as wild 
duck,wallaby and cockatoo were obteined. These were usually 
accompanied by sweet potato, bananas and taro. 

4 . The people seemed used t o census patrol s and would 
be waiting for t heir name to be called so that they could come 
forward. On som13 occasions they \Vould come before th,~ir name wae 
called. Bowever the time saved by this featw.""e and the convenienc ~ 

of it is lost when the people are collecting for the census. 
They take anything up to one hour to gather, this ti.me depending 
on how much they are harassed by the cow.cillor and his committee. 

5~ At night time the men of the village would come to 
the rest house and talk. The topics would range from their children 
to small complaints in the village. An interesting point noted 
was that when the news came on the wireless all talk would stop 
and people would gather around the rest house until it was finished.

This probP.lly arose 

because they didn't have a tractor themselves. However this 

antagonism exists even between clans and before the Mekeo's 

can become a leading people in this country they will ~ave to 

learn to stop this petty f:l.ghting an unite. 
10. I~ was a general trend in all villages that 

approxima~ely 15% of the people were away in Port Moresby or 

the other main centres trading or worktng. It was noticed that 

the working group was made up mainly of young men between 18-30. 
This leaves the villages short of young men and all the work 
has to be done by the older men and women. As a result of ~his 

much of the work is left undone as they are unwilling to do 
anything that even resembles work. An example of this happened 

at Oriropetana when the patrol could not obtain carriers and 
had to wait until transport came from a~other village. All the 
young men were away and the older men would not carry the patrol 

equipment. This problem is unlikly to happen in a bigger village 

than Oriropetana as there would probally be a few young men still 

in the village. 
11. A marriage -problem arose :in one villege when 

the two wives of one of the mer~ of the village could not set ~le 

~quement over a Comestic pro1'leIU. Tb.is was settled when one of 

the women deciued to return to her home villaGe• This type of 
trouble arises occasionally but it is a custom that is dying out 

and not many men take two v1ives in the present day society.

2. The reception of the ratrol was good especially in 
the villages such as Nikura anu Biota warK where rntrols a r e not 
as frequent as the other villa ges. The village people ~ave food 
readily. This food included Mandarins, oran r,.e . a nd sweet potatoes 

and in one villaee, Rapa, a rneol of eciss and chips w s provideO.. 
Villages. 

3. The standard of housing in the Roro is reasonably 
good with the ccastal village3 once again having superior housing 
to the inland villages. These houses are in better repair, larger 
and have more ventilati0n. The majority of houses are made from 
native materials however in some villages there were a few houses 
mad'3 from Euro!Jean msteriAls. These houses were more evident in 

Mou and Babiko where betel nut is grown and the people have a bigger 
income and can afford the materials. A number of people were 
prosecuted because thay had not repaired their housea aftor they 
had been told to do so by the Medical Assistant. Thie action should 
lead to an even higher s-tanda .·u. of housing in the villages as 
other village pemple will en1PVO~ to repair their houses before 

_, the next patrol comes to their village rather than go to court. 
4.Although water is available in the Ro . Jin some cases it 

has to be carrieti some distance before it reachs he village. 
At Pinupaka a c noe goes aero s +,o Yllle Island every day and brings 
water back t() the village. The local go.,_,.ernment council has installed 
a tank in the village but this tunk has a leak at the present time 
and will h3ve to be repaired before it con be used acain. Delena, 
Pcukarna, Keabeda and Nikura h8 ve water pumps but these are all sited 
abn,tt i mile from the villo~es. At Keabadn the people hava to 
cro !?s a swamp to reach the pump. Bioto, bpu , Mou ~md Bobiko all

Village Officials . 
6. r.:ost of the vi.lla[;e fficials encounted on the patrol 

were commit t eemen not councillors . At Pinupa ':a and .Jeleno the 
councillor. were in Port 1.·oresby an, at Mou , :fapa and Bioto they 

were at a council meetinc; in Bereino. Jowever e·..ren trough these men 

we1~e absent the comrni tt~emen and the ex-co mcillors were helpful 

and efficent. A ceneral complaint of nll councillors and committeemen 

was that tho peopJ e were not 1loinc; their council work . This lack 

of work is partly brouc-ht about by the cotm01llors theTDselves. 'v'hen 

the people do not do heir work the coLmcillor onlJ lectur&s them 

ins tear of allotinf~ aac l man a pie<"'e of •1or.: to do and ~ f he 

does not do it brinr; r1 im into Bereino. The people relise this and 

until the conncillors ctnrt 7.o tnke soM~ action instead of just t9.lking 

this lack of work ~111 continue.

12. A trend in coriplaints was set in tr1at the vill tiges 

closer to Bereina station ie. Mou, ::\apa , Bioto and Babiko had a 

laree number cf conplaints Vlfl ile t 1e villaees further away had 
very few . This '.Va<3 stran0e as it s io ild hav~ been the other way 

around because th0 closer villa ,~es cet their complaint heerd more 
often. The main type of co1 lr1·~d.nt "'as c ·)mplain +c concerninv pigs . 

Two cases were refe r e d to Be ~:·einn for court ~et ~ on. In one a man 

and his two .:- ons : ad cone fro~ Bioto to Pou1:'1m'3 to take his 
dauehte .c back home . /hen she di d nnt ~ant tc [.O home peacefnlly 

he had stuck a fish £1ook into her arm and trif~d to drag he ... along. 

In the other a man r ~ Bab~ko had asked his daughter to cet 

something for Mm. \il1en s 1e had returned with the wrong thing 

he threw a knifa at her. A nu.rnbe r of compJaints were brought up 

that were anytning up to two years ol(l . These people were toltl t ~10t 

they had to hove the C r es Viea~. in n .~ourt within 6 months 

otherwise the case was to c ld. The c0uncillors in these villae;es 

were told to tell all heir people t his so that everybody wo11ld 



Rest rfouses. 

1~. There in a shortage of rest ~ouaes ~n the ~oro . 

t Delena the pa ~rol hnd to sleep i .1 the womens club buil J ine 8 S 

there was no re .,t house . This was ve ry comfor table Hnd w'J .; well 
eqnipeJ. with commodities such as a stove, a bed and pots and pans. 
At Mou where there was aJ s o no rest house the patrol clept in a 
room at the back of the church. This was also well equipped with 

cooking utensils. These two houses msde the stay in these two villages 

very pleasant however if they had not been present there would have 
been nowhere to sleep. At Nikura and Bioto th! rest house was a 
platform without walls and with ~oles in the roof. It was also 

observed that this s!tuation was similar in other villages although 
the patrol did not sleep in them. 
Communications. 

14. The roads in the area &re in good condition all 
of them having been repaired since the wet eeaso~. This has b ·~ 

done b~ giving contracts to local business men to repair them. 
There is only one main road, that is the Bereina Ir~bo 13.Jlding 
road with a road between Delena and Keabada and small tracks going 
to Mou,Bapa, Bioto and Babiko. This is not a lot of milage so it 
has not taken much time to repair them. 

15. There is only one bridge in the area and that is 
between Bioto end Rapa. Thie bridge crosses a swamp about i mile 
wide. The people of B]oto built the bridge from bush material. It 
is a foot bridge and when the walking surface is trodden on the 
loge roll making it a slow and precarious journey however without 
this rough bridge the swamp would be impassable for the major part 

of the year. 
16. The two main landings for shipping are lrcbo landing 

and Yule Island. The Irobo landing is only used by barges and 
village canoefJ, the canoes using the landing as a market on every 
second weekend so that they can trade their fisa for vegetables 
with the inland people. The Yule Island w: arf is large enough to 
take coastal shipping so any equipmen~ for the surrounding area 
is brought as far as Yule by coastal ships and then mloaded onto 
barges so that it car be taken up to Irobo landing. This process 
also works in reverse with ~ te barces tokine; produce from the 
landinc to YuJ e so that it can be tai<en into Port I\ oresby for 

selling. 
1'7. There are two riirstrips in the 'Roro , one Rt Bereina 

station ana one at Yule Island. The Bereina strip can take DC)'s 
and a lot of produce is flown out instead of sending i t by the 
slower metLod of shipping. Yule Island can only t3ke planes from 
caterory 'B' downwa.cds. and this restricts the amount of goods that 
can be flown out although a bigger plane would probnlly not get 
enough business. T~e Bereina strip i~ ~lmost ~n all weataer strip 

with it only being clo~ed down twi~e lrinc.. t he wet season , 11owever 
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Communications(cont). 

Yule Island is not drained so well and had to be closed on several 
ccasion durine the wet season . 

Conclusion. 
18. The people of this area are fairly cettled and have 

a reasonably quite and comfortoble life except for their own 
quarrels . They have ~ot many modern impliments such as chairs, 
tables, bels and cooking utensils. It is an enjoyable and interesting 
census division to patrol and gave this o~ficer a look at a further 
bit of the Sub District.
