Introduction 

As follows this report covers a total of 2 days apent 
at TAU KWABANA Village, DAUGO ISLAND. 

The primary objects of the patrol were as per 
instructions the following:-

(a) \:Onduct census 
(b) conduct local government survey • 

A. 

Approximately 5 miles south-west of Port Moresby 
lie 2 sq. ailes of exposed coral reef lcnown as DAUGO 
or Fisherman's Island. Part of the SINAVI reef, this 
island follows the noi'l:1al p~ttern of such formations being 
extreaely flat, low lying and sparsely covered. The 
average might abov~ sea level would be no more than 
15-20 .fe-st. 

2. Soil covering is patchy, th..tn and of poor quality. 
This sustains only the he..rdiest or grasses interspersed 
with Slilall cl umpa of salt scrub which, during th8 d..ey 
season, resembles "tinder". Pandanua, coconut and okari 
nut trees have been planted in and around the main 
settlement to provide shade but these are atunted due to 
the combined harshness of sun and wind. A few clumlJS of 
coconut trees ~ay also be found on the weste:cn tip of the 
island. 

3. Unfortunately, th~ Bureau of Meteorology have no 
figures regarding the clilllate and rain.fall pattern of the 
island. However, an assesment can be gauged from the 
1972 figures for Jacksons Airport, Port Moresoy, which

Little else can be done without 
the people forming some sort of co-operative and purchasing 
commercial fishing craft. Thie seems moat unlikely as th•Y 
are not inclined to work as would be needed in such an
