A road is also projected from a point on the Atchi-
son, Topeka and Santa Fe Railroad at or near 'l owbstone,
A.T., to San Diego, giving the shortest line to New York
and all points north and east. The location of the City of
San Diego fixes its position as the seaport and commercial
centre of all that great and variously productive region em-
bracing Southern Culifornia, Southern Nevada, Utah, Ari-
zona, New M« xico, Lower California, and Northern Mexico.
Situated 480 miles southeast of San Francisco, the over.and
distance from all points on the Atlantic side to steamer at
San Diego for Mexican and South American ports, the Sand-
wich Islands, Australasia. China and Japan is Jjust so much
shortened. This saving of near y 500 miles distance, on a
line never closed by snow, is a FAcT that makes its own ar-
gument.
