A new to,vn where high thinking and modest living 1s 
to be the rule 

The Scripps Institute for Biological Reserach has 
undertaken an odd real estate enterprise 

Everybody in San Diego kno,vs the common practice of real estate spec­

ulators in opening up a new subdivision - that of placing restrictions on 

purchasers of lots; requiring that no house shall be built that does not 

cost at least a fixed Stl!Il of dollars. 

Now, there 1s being established in the city of San Diego a new sort 

of subdivision, on which building restrictions are to operate However, 
. 

instead of lot 01imers being required to build a costly house, they are re-

quired to build the cheapest and most modest house at all consistent with 

purely material comforts. 

The local board of directors Who control~ subject to the supervision 

of the Regents of the State University - all of the business affairs am 
research work of the Scripps Institute, control the State's property, of 

about 170 acres, on which the Institute is located. 

Already they have built a fine reinforced concrete building containing 

a number of small room laboratories, each of which is assigned to some prof­

essor, also several rooms containing a twenty thousand dollar .library which 

1s being added to constantly; a large reading and meeting room, and still 

a larger room in which has been placed a large collection of specimens of 

1v!ari_ne Biology; and finally another large room at present devoted to aq_ua­

r1um purposes. 

They are about to duplicate this building With another reinforced 

concrete building of the same size, where a much larger library Will be ins­

talled, and where there will be other laboratories; but it Will be used 

mainly for the puroose of a large lecture room.

They are now constructing a concrete pier extending out into the 

ocean 1000 feet, where the water~ill be from 12 to 20 feet deep, aqcording 

to the tide, at ,vhich landing from boats can be made, 1 t being far ot1t 

beyond the surf line. It is essential that the 11V1ng specimens of sea 

life gathered by the Inst1tution 1s boats should be quickly transferred 

from the boats to the aquarium before injury 1s done them by exposure either 

to the air or in vessels of water that quickly becomes injurious to small 

sea animals, when at all stagnant. 

The cost of this pier which is now being built will be $38,000. 

The cost of the two concrete buildings and their contents will 

amount to seventy five or eighty thousand dollars. 

There is just being erected a special aq.uarium for public use. In 

this, the body of the tames are to be made of concrete, and the front part 

of clear glass. The light is to fall on these tanks in such a way as to 

make the contents of sea animals and plants clearly visible. 

Previously, there has been constructed about a dozen cottages, used 

for the most part by resident members of the staff and employees of the 

Institution. 

A garage for four machines has also been erected. 

A school house is to be immediately built for the use of young chil­

dren (up to ten or twelve years of age), of the resident professors and 

other families who may locate in this p1ace. 

A store building 1s to be put up and managed on the co-operative 

plan by the directors, for the benefit of the members of the Institution 

and the tenants of the various buildings. 

What is called the Club House, 1s to be erected this season. It 

will contain a kitchen and dining room; and there will be a number of one, 
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two and three room cottage·s put up for the use of visitors or attaches who 

have no families. • 

At the present time, city water, electricity, and gas are supplied 

the Station. 

Late this season or early hext season, twenty or thirty new cottages 
• 

will be erected. These ,u11 be partly furnished, and rented, for a short 

or long period of time, to the public. 

s all of the land first acq~ired by the Institute 1s now State pro­

perty, it cannot be sold; but long leases can be made on lots or lots and 

buildings, and the tenns of the!:,e rents and leases will be so moderate as 

to make it possible for anyone of even a very small income to occupy them. 

There 1s no intention on the part of the directors of the Institute 

or the Regents of the University to profit, at least in the immediate fu-

~ ture on land increment. As the land cost the Institute not over sixty or 

seventy dollars, the actual cost of a building lot 1s insignificant. 

The reason for making charges for rent is to obtain a fair interest 

on the money invested; and a sinking rund to replace the wooden cottages, 

whose life will probably not be long. 

As the present cottages - even with the furnttnre, bath room, and 

closet in each cottage - have not cost more than an average of a thousand 

dollars each, the rental charge i$ comparatively small. 

Adjoining the Biological land, on the cliff to the north, Miss 

Ellen Scripps, the founder of the Institution, and her brothers, own two 

other Pueblo lots. This land can be sold or given away. one of the parties 

owning this land has offered to five, free of charge, a title to a lot to 

any professor or other attache of the Institution, who desires to build 

his own home and orn his own property. 



,. 

No,v as to the bu1ld1n·g restrictions. They are to be these: , 

First- No house will be allowed to be built, either on the Biolog­

ical land or the adjoining property, other than such a structure that even 

a man with the most modest income could afford to own or rent. In other .. 

words; there are to be no fine or even moderately costly homes built in this 

new town, such as Will cause the occupants to humbler homes to feel any 

sort of inferiority in the matter of financial status. 

second- Even at the expense of much land being Withheld from build-
. 

1ng purposes, no house will be built so that it will obscure the beautiful 

view of the ocean from the residents of another house. 

vVhile t t1ere will be contour roads, lands, and paths constructed, there 

is to be no opening of public streets or any other course taken which will 

put upon the city of San Diego the cost and responsibility of street main-

~ tenance, sewering, or anything of the sort. 

The governing board of the new to,vn will, if prc1ct1cable and legally 

permissible, consist of the local society and directors of the Scripps 

Biological Institute. 

At present, every cottage erected around the Institution 1s occupied, 

and the number of heads 1n the set-~lement is probably never less than twenty 

or twenty five, even in the season When seashore residence 1s least sought 

for. 

At present,. a small auto bus connects the settlement With the La Jolla 

Railway. Plans are being considered for the running of a larger bus directly 

from the Biological Station to connect with the terminal of the trolley line 

that is soon to be extended to Pacific Beach. AS the fare proposed to be 

charged is so small, it is probable that this line will be conducted at a 

small loss, for some time at least. 



The new town. will not be a suitable residence for anyone actually 

employed in bUISlness in the city; as the time and cost of transportation 

will be too great. 

The kind of settlers most desired, are those retired professional, 
" 

literary, and other quiet people with moderate incomes, who naturally seek 

association with scientific men. 

The pier Will probably be one of the best fishing places on the coast; 

while the two miles long beac~, to which a rock and concrete road will lead, 

will be desirable for both promenading and bathing. 

The settlement and postoffice will probably be named Ellentown. 

Few people in San Diego have any idea of either the importance of the 

Scripps Biological Institute as a scientific center, or the large amount of 

capital that has been invested in it. 

Including the $103,000 that has just been donated by Miss Scripps, 

the total outlay up to the present amounts to not less than $250,000. 

Beyond this, tbe Institution has an endowment of about $150,000. 

State appropriations for maintaining the institution now amount to 

$12,500 annually; while $10,500, most of which 1s contributed by Miss 

Scripps, 1s added annually by private, but reliably continuous donations. 

All rent received from the occupants of the present cottages and 

the ones to be erected_ on State land, 1s also to be added to the income of 

the Institution. 

The directors of the Institute feel confident that it will be a 

matter of only a short time when the Universities of the State, and the 

people of the State generally will have their interest more aroused; so that 

the Scripps Biological Institute will be the best equipp~d and largest en­

dowed Biological Institute in the world.
