He told a meeting of 200/
supporters that the agreement|
would be formally announced
in  Washington by George
Meany, president of the Ameri-
can Federation of Labor and
Congress of Industrial Organi-
zations.

Mr. Meany and Frank E.
Fitzsimmons, president of the
teamsters, issued a joint state-
ment confirming a tentative
agreement but would not dis-
close details until their lawyers
had a chance to examine the
language.

The teamsters, it was learned,
agreed to give up contracts
signhed this year with California
grape growers and leave even-
tual representation of all field
hands to the UF.W. Jurisdic-
tion over all other workers in
the food industry, such as in
the packinghouses, canneries
and warehouses, would remain

' with the teamsters,

The agreement was worked
out during three days of ne-
gotiations in Washington be-
tween Mr. Chavez and high
officials of the A.F.L.-C.IO.
